Peer / Self Editing – “Person of Influence” assignment – Two Days
Day One: Broad Edits and Revisions with respect to Content and Ideas

1. Review your own essay with the following requirement in mind: 

Your essay should include: 

· vivid anecdotes

· dialogue

· implicit and explicit messages about this person’s influence on you

· specific examples as well as general ideas

· imagery and figurative language

· strong and intentional opening and closing

Insert comments that reflect where and how you want to continue working on your essay. Include at least three comments to yourself.  Highlight the specific spot that you are referring to when you make your comment. (10 minutes)  
2. Exchange files with one classmate via google doc.  Review your classmate’s essay with the same list of requirements that you just used to review your own paper (above).  Include at least five specific suggestions to the author.  Highlight the specific spot that you are referring to when you make your comment. (15 minutes) 
3. Go back to your own essay.  Look at your comments and the comments from your classmate.  Make revisions as you see fit.  Don’t be afraid to add new sections, delete entire sentences (or paragraphs!), or make other significant changes.  (15 minutes) 

4. If you have additions revisions that you would like to make and did not have time to get to in class, work on these at home tonight.  

Day Two: Grammar, Mechanics, and Formatting 
1. Review your own essay with the rules on both sides of the emphasis sheet in mind. Refer to the writing guide for examples and more information on specific rules if necessary.  Make corrections as you notice errors. (10 minutes) 
2. Exchange files with one classmate via google doc – a different classmate from yesterday.  Review your classmate’s essay with the same list of rules that you just used to review your own paper (above).  Include at least five specific suggestions to the author.  Do not simply make corrections on your classmate’s paper. Instead, highlight the specific spot that you are referring to and explain what and why you think they should change it in a comment. (10 minutes) 

3. Go back to your own essay.  Look at the comments from your classmate.  Make revisions as you see fit.  Don’t be afraid to add new sections, delete entire sentences (or paragraphs!), or make other significant changes.  (10 minutes) 

4. If you have additions revisions that you would like to make and did not have time to get to in class, work on these at home tonight.
Final Paper is due on Monday, but you may turn it in today if you are ready.  Be sure to print two copies – one for me and one to give to the person you wrote about!
