MAP/PLAN for POI Essay – Due Monday

You know all of the required elements for the POI essay and have done brainstorming and prewriting.  You are now ready to draw a map and/or create a plan for your essay.  You may organize your ideas however you want (an outline, a visual map, a bubble chart, a flow chart, etc.), but make sure to consider and attend to the following steps as you proceed: 

· Think about how you want to present and organize your information - This map/plan will be your “outline” for writing the first draft. The more details that you include on the map, the easier job you will have writing your draft. You may use this sheet or a separate piece of paper if you prefer.  
· On your map/plan, be sure to include images, specific examples, and function headings (anecdote, dialogue, appearance, background information, narration/reflection, message of influence, etc.). 
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Person of Influence – Rough Draft

Using your map and the short stories you wrote in class, write a draft of your “Person of Influence” essay.  

Your essay should include: 

· vivid anecdotes

· dialogue

· implicit and explicit messages about this person’s influence on you

In order to do this, you need to: 

· think carefully about your map and make adjustments as necessary

· decide on, establish, and maintain a clear tone

· support general ideas with specific examples

· define and write for a specific audience

· understand and clarify your purpose

· create strong descriptive writing by using imagery and figurative language

· tie your piece together with an ending that brings the reader back to the beginning (not always, but generally a good strategy)

Your draft must be typed, double-spaced, and between 1.5 and 3 pages long.  Include an MLA heading (name, teacher, class, date) in the upper left corner and a title (centered) beneath the heading and above the essay. 

Your draft is due in class on Wednesday, December 16 – hard copy and digital file

You MUST be able to access your draft digitally in class – put it in your shared folder on google drive.
